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The following instructions are meant to guide the authors in preparing the abstract for RISCO Research Meeting 2015. This document was written using the formatting rules approved by the Organizing Committee. The abstract should be prepared as a MS-Word document file which must be submitted by email to decivil-risco@ua.pt. The maximum length for the abstract is one page of 250 words.
The abstract should provide comprehensive developments of the work. The manuscript must be written in English and the use of the International System of units (S.I.) is strongly recommended.
The text should be justified. Type the title of the manuscript in bold capitals using Times New Roman 12 pt. typeface. All lines of the title should be centred and after the last line of the title skip one line and type the name(s) and affiliation(s) of the author(s) as shown. Skip one line and begin the abstract. Use Times New Roman 12 pt, single spaced, for the entire text. Each paragraph should begin with an indentation of 0.4 cm from the left margin.
The abstract may contain references. For that purpose, at the end of the abstract, skip one line and include the References section as indicated below. 
The abstracts revision will take into account their format. If necessary, some minor editing corrections will be done by the meeting secretariat. If this effort justifies, the authors may be invited to resubmit a revised version of their abstract.
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
